Definition of Team Based Learning (TBL): TBL is an instructional strategy that uses a set of activities to energize the learners and make them responsible for their own learning. It uses small groups with the instructor playing the role of facilitator.  According to L. Dee Fink, “’team-based learning’ is a particular instructional strategy that is designed to (a) support the development of high-performance learning teams, and (b) provide opportunities for these teams to engage in significant learning tasks.”  He stresses that the team activities must be an overarching strategy sequentially throughout the entire course, rather than being used occasionally.  Teams are constructed for long-term interactions so that individual members feel committed to the team and the challenging tasks that they will be required to complete.
